        • Demonstrate awareness how the government shares the different powers and the
           authorities involved in each branch.

Closure / Conclus�on (20 M�nutes)

Remember & Understand
Provide them with the activity sheet Branches of State: Match Madness and ask them to cut the
circles and sort out the representatives into their respective branches they work in.

Distribute the Activity sheets: Who does what? Ask the student to classify the roles into the
three categories (executive, judicial, and legislative).

Reflect: What they took away from this session and ask them which branch they would like to
work most? And why?

Prompt questions to explore their understanding of these three branches.
•What do they understand by the word “power”?
•  Who do they think are the most powerful people in the country? Name a few.
•  What are their powers?

Say – Today in this session we are going to explore the three branches of State and their powers.
Use PPT and explain the three powers of government: the legislative (making laws), executive (enforcing 
laws) and judicial (interpreting laws and determining whether they apply in individual cases). Discuss the 
powers with examples.

Explain to them the people who are involved in governing these branches. Explain to them why the powers 
are separated. This is important because it provides a system of checks and balances. This means each 
branch checks the exercise of power by the other branch and is accountable to each other. By doing this, 
abuse of power by one single branch is prevented.
